As confident as holding four aces 
through nine games, No. 1 ranked 
Ennis (9-0) was primed until dealt 
a bad-hand at Midlothian in a second round playoff  game. Two 
calls allowed Old Man Momentum to change hands and it was 
enough to turn Timberview into an upset winner over the team 
picked by most to win their sixth crown. 

Payton Chapman recovered a fumble and wasn’t stopped until he reached the Wolves’ 
10-yard line. An official inadvertently blew his whistle just prior to the fumble, negating the 
change of  possession deep in Timberview territory and preventing a certain Lions score.

Then, leading 21-14 to start the second half, Ennis was poised to expand their lead when 
a pass to Karon Smith reached the Wolves’ 31. He made a cut to follow a block by Laylon 
Spencer, and slipped to a knee with possession of  the ball still two feet above the ground. 
When his elbow hit the turf  the ball came loose, and the Wolves benefited by the same of-
ficial blowing the call. He said Smith wasn’t down and the fumble allowed Timberview to 
dodge another bullet.

The two-touchdown change of  fortune was enough to fuel a rally in a 42-28 stunner by 
Timberview. While the two wrong calls were huge, the Wolves did play turnover free and 
had only three five-yard penalties. They also ran all over the Ennis defense for 326 yards. 
They made big plays with basic option runs and whatever adjustments the Lions made were 
like trying to stop a buffalo herd on roller skates. The Lions had 19 second half  yards on 
eight rushes. Ennis was outplayed in the second half.

 No ground game, even with a two-tight end set, left only Spencer and Smith for QB Col-
lin Drake to perform his District MVP magic. And with Skylan Simmons standing on the 
sideline, the Lions offensive wizardry looked like a one-trick poney. Timberview broke a 
28-28 tie with two fourth quarter TD’s and simply wore down the favored Top Cats 28-7 after 
halftime.

A life of service is its

Leave it to someone who has spent their life 
on the frontlines to recognize others who are 
called to clean up the mess that is sometimes 
humanity.

A man who did plenty of  good in his years of  
service, Ed Lane does Ennis proud. The retired 
Army First Sergeant, 73, was born here, educat-
ed here – and was a member of  the last graduat-
ing class of  Carver High School (1967). He spoke 
this week of  the role that First Responders play 
in American society.

Addressing those in the fire and police de-
partments, law enforcement, the United States 
National Guard and the U.S. Air National 
Guard, whom Lane has witnessed up close, he 
described them as critical to our country.

“They’re work is a bit unusual in that they 
are on constant stand-by,” he said. “First Re-
sponders are called to serve at any place. Yet 
some may never be called, though they prepare 
and are on-call, sometimes for years.”

He mentioned the rigorous training for a 
wide-range of  scenarios they could be sum-
moned in an instant. “They spend one weekend 

a month for specialty training,” he said of  their 
continued readiness. “Then, they give two full 
weeks a year doing more of  the same. During 
war time, they may be called into active service 
to an area of  immediate need.”

Lane added that while they seldom receive 
acknowledgment, it’s not why they serve. While 
others may be panicking and leaving a scene 
of  chaos, first responders are doing just the op-
posite – running towards the action. He said 
the National Guard take their orders not from 
where they are stationed, but from those on-site, 
like the mayor or the state governor where they 
are called.

He cited those who were mobilized in Wash-
ington D.C. on Jan. 6, which numbered over 
25,000, sometimes sleeping on the ground, but 
were a presence to quell any uprising.

The age-span for military reservists range 
from 17 to 42, and with an average pay of  $48,000, 
it can be attractive for those with the skill sets. 
Abilities for providing emergency medical care 
can pay between $14,000 and $92,000 in Texas,

Among the more indelible images to emerge on September 
11, 2001 was the sight of  two planes crashing into the North and 
South Towers of  the World Trade Center. Still photos and video 
footage of  those planes flying into the Twin Towers were the 
first images of  the attacks many Americans saw, and no one 
who watched events unfold that morning will ever forget those 
images.

Though both the North and South Towers fell on that day, to-
day the site where each tower once stood is a serene retreat in 
the bustling lower Manhattan neighborhood that was shaken 
to its core on the day of  the attacks. The 9/11 Memorial was de-
signed by architect Michael Arad and landscape architect Peter 
Walker. The 9/11 Memorial and Museum notes that Arad and 
Walker’s proposal was chosen in a design competition that fea-
tured 5,201 submissions from 63 countries.

The 9/11 Memorial is located on the western side of  the for-
mal World Trade Center where the Twin Towers once stood. 
Two enormous reflecting pools are part of  the Memorial Plaza, 
which is where the North and South Towers once stood. The 
pools feature the two largest man-made waterfalls in North 
America. Around the edges of  the pools, the names of  people 
who were killed in the 9/11 attacks in New York, the Pentagon, 
on Flight 93, and in the 1993 bombing at the World Trade Center 
are etched in bronze.

In recognition of  the crash sites, 400 swamp white oak trees 
were selected from nurseries located in New York, Pennsylva-
nia and near Washington, D.C. These trees are located through-
out the Memorial Plaza, providing a peaceful respite separate 
from the surrounding city. The Memorial Plaza also includes 
one Callery pear tree. That tree was discovered at Ground Zero 
weeks after the attacks and it was severely damaged. The tree, 
now known as the Survivor Tree, was nursed back to health by 
members of  the New York City Parks and Recreation Depart-
ment and returned to the World Trade Center site in 2010, where 
it still stands as an enduring symbol of  resilience and persever-
ance.

The 9/11 Memorial is free and open daily from 10 a.m. to 5 
p.m. More information about the 9/11 Memorial and the 9/11 
Memorial and Museum can be found at www.911memorial.org.

It 
includes 8 lighted diamonds, 10 acres of open green space, playgrounds, covered pavilion, picnic gazebos, concession 
stands, restroom facilities, and a large fishing pond with an adjacent 3/4 mile walking trail. Primarily designed for 
youth softball & baseball, Bluebonnet serves as a perennial neutral site for local and regional tournaments.

 Veterans Memorial Park

This 19-acre park is the competitive home for the Ennis 
Soccer Association. The athletic complex includes 3 soccer 
fields that can easily be converted to multiple youth fields, a 
paved 1/4 mile walking path through a designated bluebonnet 
prairie, concession and restroom facilities, picnic tables, and 
a playground. Be sure to visit our a stunning tribute to local 
war veterans, a memorial unlike any other in the metroplex.

I.O.O.F. Park at Fairview is a 5.25 park with 2 baseball fields, newly 
installed playground, and 1/2 mile walking trail. The jewel of the park is 
its regulation baseball field played on by a local amateur team, complete 
with dugouts and stands. The park is managed in conjunction with the 
International Order of Odd Fellows, an organization dedicated to serving 
the community and the local neighborhood. A brand new pavilion 
equipped with lights, electrical outlets, and picnic tables is available for 
family and community events.

Kachina Prairie Park

Kachina Prairie is a 35 acre nature trail located on 
the north east side of Lake Clark Park. It is a rare, 
undisturbed part of the Blackland Prairie eco-region 
and a southern extension of the North American tall 
grass prairie. At one point in history, it covered over 
170 million acres in North America. It is now being 
actively conserved by a coalition of the Ennis Garden 
Club, Indian Trail Master Naturalists, City of Ennis, 
and the Texas Land Conservancy.

Disc Golf Course

The 18-hole course was designed by the Ennis Disc

Drawing annual crowds in excess of over 500,000 fans, the Texas Motorplex 
is one of the finest racetracks in the nation. Races and other events are held 
almost every weekend from February to November.
